The Midwest's premier business-plan competition is offering a break on its entrance fee to entrepreneurs ready to move quickly. 

The Midwest Venture Summit said that the $175 entrance fee will be rebated to the first 10 business plans chosen to present at the March 17-18 conference. However, those plans must be submitted before the close of business Friday, Jan. 11.

The regular deadline is Jan. 30. 

Maura O'Hara, executive director of the Illinois Venture Capital Association and one of the summit's organizers, said, "All of the companies selected to present are reviewed and approved by a panel of venture capitalists. Early submission provides these VCs a great opportunity to evaluate potential investments and get to know management."

Prior year MVS presenting companies have received more than $222 million in VC funding. 

Nearly 100 angel investors and VCs from the 13 state Greater Midwest area will attend the summit. Numerous intermediaries, including lawyers, accountants and investment bankers also will attend.
